2. In the form of a short essay, describe how you would teach two selected on-string bow strokes and two selected off-string bow strokes to beginning through advanced students. Provide a translation of the name of the bow stroke, state student learning outcomes as related to teaching these bow strokes, explain exercises you will give to the student, and tools of assessment you would use to measure student’s progress regarding these bow strokes. Exercises for these bow strokes should be stated in bullet points.
